2010 PARADE ROUTE

Registration:  

Registration for this year’s Tug Fest Parade will be on South 12th Street between Dodge and Wisconsin Streets.  You may reach registration via Wisconsin Street to South 12th Street until Wisconsin Street is closed shortly before the Parade begins.

Registration can also be accessed from Stagecoach Trail to Davenport Street, left on Davenport, then right to Fourteenth Street, right onto Wisconsin Street, to South 12th.  We are trying to get all participants to register on South 12th Street facing one way.

Parade Parking:

Parking for the parade is allowed in the Presbyterian Church parking lot, the Bridgeview School parking lots.  Additional parking is available in the field by the Welcome Center, and participants will be able to catch a shuttle to get to their parade entry.

Parade Route: - See Attached Map
The 2010 Parade route has been shortened to make it easier on those participants who will be walking.  The Parade step-off is at Wisconsin Street and 12th Streets.

12th/Wisconsin

Wisconsin to South 2nd Street – Right onto

South 2nd Street to May Street. (End of Parade)

Shuttle will be at Blackhawk Bank & Trust to return walkers to their vehicles.

PARADE RULES AND REGULATIONS
1. Check in time is 4PM to 5:30 PM.  Check in will be at Wisconsin and 12th Streets.  Parade starts at 6:00 PM.

2. All Parade units must clearly display their assigned unit number on the Passenger’s side of the vehicle.  Unit numbers must be visible for judging.  The entries will be judged at the corner of 12th/Wisconsin Street on the South side of Wisconsin Street.

3. Parade units must stay in their assigned order unless specifically directed otherwise by a Parade official.

4. Parade units must follow a straight course in a cautious and safe manner.  There will be no quick starts, stops, or “peeling of rubber”.  No swerving back and forth or driving in a reckless manner.

5. Please make sure all riders in a vehicle are in a safe position.

6. All Parade entries must have a signed “Hold-Harmless Liability Waiver”.  If a waiver is not signed you will not be allowed to participate.

7. No jumping on or off of vehicles or any moving units.

8. Parades are forward moving; please do not stop your unit for any type of performance.

9. All units should leave appropriate space between themselves and the next unit (2 car lengths), the spacing should not be too large (over 3 car lengths).

10. Watch for signals/directions from parade officials. (Especially at the intersections of Davenport Street and Stagecoach Trail, and the intersection of South 14th Street and Wisconsin Street.)
11.  Please use caution while proceeding down the Parade route in order to protect the small children who will be darting out for candy.  DO NOT THROW CANDY AT PEOPLE.  Please hand out or throw candy towards the ground.

12.  Flyers may be handed out.

13.  The presence of alcohol creates a huge liability.  If you are found with alcohol before (line-up) and during (while in route) the parade, you will be asked to leave and your participation in the parade will cease.  No alcohol in coolers, disguised with koozies, in buckets of ice, etc…..Remember that you are being watched by thousands but most importantly by children.  We also want to keep the parade a safe one for all.  As participants you all have a responsibility to the parade viewer’s safety as well as your own.

14.  There will be a shuttle bus at Blackhawk Bank & Trust to take people who walked in the Parade back to their vehicles.

15.  Winner trophies and ribbons will be available at Blackhawk Bank & Trust in LeClaire on Monday, August 16, 2010 during business hours.  Winners will be posted on the Tug website, and posted at Mother Hubbard’s, Blackhawk Bank & Trust, Schwenke Pharmacy, and Slagle’s Food Pride.

16.  Rain date is Saturday, August 14th at 10:00 AM.  The same route will be followed.  Check in time is 8AM to 9:30 AM.

17.  The LeClaire Baptist Church invites you to attend its Parade tail-  gate party at 5PM in the LeClaire Baptist Church parking lot.  Come and have a snack with them.

18.  Thank you for participating in the 2010 LeClaire Tug Fest Parade and for all of your hard work in your entry.  We hope you enjoy the Parade and hope to see you next year!
