òPRACTICAL PREPARATION FOR DIFFICULT TIMESó

1. Strengthen personal faith. There is nothing more dangerous than going into battle unprepared or 
with an attitude of presumption. The same is true in the daily battle of faith. We must prepare to-
day for tomorrow. The prophets of Scripture tell us of dire times before the return of Christ. For the 
church, some of our most serious and difficult challenges will be from within. We are told that many 
will depart from the faith and, if that werenõt enough, we are told in 2 Peter 3:3 that òscoffers will 
come in the last days.ó Scoffers are interpreted as òto jeer, deride or mock.ó The very foundation of 
what we believe will be, and is at this very moment, under attack. Let me encourage you to return, 
if  you have departed, to a daily life of devotion and worship. Strengthen your faith! 

2. Resist fear. We are going to be bombarded daily with stock reports, economy reports, war re-
ports, health reports, terrorist reports and the list goes on. We cannot let those reports put fear in 
our hearts, thoughts and words. We must stand in the face of calamity, if need be, with a fearless 
heart. Pray! 

3. Bring your faith life into your practical life. Live what you say you believe! There is no power in 
saying we believe something, but there is great power in living what we say we believe. We must bring 
our faith from the church house to our house. In short, live by the Word of God and the principles 
of the Kingdom of God. 

4. Learn to live a disciplined life. This is a difficult thing for Americans, but we must pull in the reins 
on our spending, our appetites and our self  indulgence. A disciplined life would include spiritual de-
votion, time management and just good old self control. A disciple is someone who is being devel-
oped into a òdisciplined oneó. It doesnõt come easy for anyone, yet it is essential for all. Jesus made it 
clear in Mark 8:34, òWhoever desires to come after me, let him deny himself, and take up his cross, 
and follow me.ó To follow Jesus is to follow a way of self control under the power of the Holy Spirit. 
This is the road of walking in grace, His enabling ability, for any occasion.
