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Select vs. Recreation Soccer Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Paul Adams.

Paul began the meeting by reviewing the steps the club has made thus far regarding 
U-11 Select Soccer.

A meeting was held in December to discuss the new process for Cascade Foothills Soccer Clubs Select Soccer Program.  Paul invited all prospective U-11 Coaches to attend the meeting.  Six out of twelve coaches attended the meeting. 

The process will only affect U-11 boys and girls starting in 2008.  The change is being brought about because of how teams were being formed in the past, there has been very little over site or guidance from the club, allowing any team or coach to play at the “select” level regardless of the coach’s experience or the player’s skill.  CFSC will be implementing a new process to guide and encourage the coaches and player to be involved in soccer at the correct level.  
There will be (1) U-11 Select Boys Team and (1) U-11 Select Girls Team.  
CFSC Board members hope is to start at the U-11 level and build on that each year, developing guidelines and a plan for the CFSC Select Soccer Program. 

 The club would like to help organize and guide the process in order to raise the club to a new level.
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Paul expects the club will have 5 U-10 boys’ teams and 5 U-10 girls’ teams moving up to U-11 for the 2008 season.
The board wants to see all Select Coach’s obtain their E-Coach’s License.  Paul is currently trying to arrange E-Training in May.

Paul opened the floor up for questions from parents who attended the meeting.  

After a brief question and answer session, the meeting continued.  
Paul reviewed the outline of the new U-11 Select Soccer Time Line.

U-11 Select Soccer Time Line:

· February 7th – Cascade Foothills Soccer Club Board held a special meeting for the U-11 select process and develops criteria for choosing coaches.  A three person committee is selected to make coaching decisions.

· February - Paul e-mailed perspective coaches to register online for coaching select soccer.  Contact U-10 and U11 coaches via phone to make sure they received the e-mail and/ or find out if they are interested in coaching select 

Boys or girls.

· February 29th - Deadline for Coaches to register for select soccer. 

· March 1st - Coaches Registration is closed.

· March 15th - A meeting will be held to review the coaches who applied to coach select soccer.
· A Select Coaches Committee will be appointed by CFSC Board Members to review the applicants and decide who will be head coach of the U-11 girls and boys teams.  

· April - Select Tryouts for CFSC will be held.  Tryout dates will be coordinated with CFSC Select Committee so someone from the club can be present.

· May 1st - Official team rosters are signed by the registrar and distributed to coaches for tournament play.  

· NO Select Teams will be added after the selection process.
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Cari Van Ruff inquired about the timeline for Select tryouts for the older players.  
Sandi and Paul would like to hold all Select tryouts in April.  This will allow MRFC to conduct all of their tryouts in each age group.  

Cascade Foothills Soccer Club can advertise and hope to contact all the children that did not make it on one of the MRFC teams.

Sandi suggested we try and get more information out to the public regarding CFSC Select Soccer Tryouts and Recreation Registration via the web site, newspaper, mass mailings and e-mail.  

Paul is checking prices on registration signs to distribute in the area.  

Connie will check with the Enumclaw School District regarding posting the information in their bulletin, online website and flyers at the schools.  

Sandi would like to offer tryout bibs for all the coaches.  Sandi voted to purchase tryout bibs for the club, Paul 2nd the vote.  Connie volunteered to look into prices for the bibs.

Sandi stated the web site needs to be updated as soon as possible with the Select Soccer Tryout information posted on the Home Page.
Connie suggested adding a Tryout Pre-Registration Form as a link on the web site to save time at tryouts.  Paul and Sandi thought it was a good idea.  Connie will create a form for the Board Members to review.

Sandi requested Board Members think about increasing the registration fee for Select Soccer.  This issue will be addressed at the next CFSC Board Meeting to be held Tuesday, February 19th.
