How to become a Referee
The following is a road map to becoming a soccer referee within Cascade Foothills Soccer Club (CFSC).

1. Attend an initial certification clinic. This can either be a “grade 8” 16 hour clinic or a “grade 9” 8 hour clinic. The minimum age for the CFSCRP is age 10. It is recommended that 10,11, and 12 year old kids take the 9 hour clinic. You can find a clinic near you by going to the Washington State Referee Committee (SRC) web site and viewing the clinics available on the instruction/clinic page. www.wasrc.org/clinics
2. Once you have taken the certification clinic register with the Washington State Referee Committee. Go to the web site and request a password from the registrar. https://www.wasrc.org/display?tag=Welcome
3. After you have successfully registered with the SRC you will need to register with South King County Soccer Referee Association (SKCSRA). This is the website that CFSC uses to administer the referee program.< www.skcsra.org/passwords>

4. Once registered with SKCSRA you will need to sign on and update your profile on the web site. Fill out as much of the information as possible.
5. Apply for a Risk Management Number (RMA) from the Washington State patrol. This is a quick background check and is mandatory for all referees in the state.

6. Next, you will need to contact the CFSC Referee Coordinator. Let them know who you are and that you are new to the CFSCRP. They will then log-on and preview your profile and give you a “ranking” within CFSCRP.
7. After all this is done you need to log-on to SKCSRA web site and “practice” looking up games and using the web site to become familiar with it. Follow this sequence of pages; Log-on/click Referee/click Inquiry/locate the client drop down box and click CFSC (this will make it so you only see CFSC games)/ click Show/ click the small floppy disk icon (this will save these settings).

8. You are now ready to sign up for games. You should be looking at a page full of CFSC games with small icons that are envelopes or green circles. 

9. The next to last thing that needs to be done is acquire the standard uniform items. Black socks, black shorts, 1 of 4 color referee shirts, whistle, coin and some of the extra items like black gloves and under armor.
10. The last thing to do is attend the mandatory CFSC referee conference that is schedule just before the start of the season. We will review policies, guidelines and expectations of referees within the club.
