Today I want to talk to you about MURMURING! Commonly known as:

grumble, susurration, mumble, complaint, mutter. 6. Murmur, mumble, mutter  mean to make sounds that are not fully intelligible. To murmur  is to utter sounds or words in a low, almost inaudible tone, as in expressing affection or dissatisfaction: to murmur disagreement.

Now I don’t think anyone here grumbles or complains, we are just pure and simple folks that love to serve God and we never get upset, right! 

On the contrary, I think that we all do it. Now I think that the bible has a few things to say about this subject so let’s take a look.

Exo 16:6  And Moses and Aaron said unto all the children of Israel, At even, then ye shall know that the LORD hath brought you out from the land of Egypt: 

Exo 16:7  And in the morning, then ye shall see the glory of the LORD; for that he heareth your murmurings against the LORD: and what are we, that ye murmur against us? 

Exo 16:8  And Moses said, This shall be, when the LORD shall give you in the evening flesh to eat, and in the morning bread to the full; for that the LORD heareth your murmurings which ye murmur against him: and what are we? your murmurings are not against us, but against the LORD. 

Exo 16:9  And Moses spoke unto Aaron, Say unto all the congregation of the children of Israel, Come near before the LORD: for he hath heard your murmurings. 

Exo 16:10  And it came to pass, as Aaron spoke unto the whole congregation of the children of Israel, that they looked toward the wilderness, and, behold, the glory of the LORD appeared in the cloud. 

Exo 16:11  And the LORD spoke unto Moses, saying, 

Exo 16:12  I have heard the murmurings of the children of Israel: speak unto them, saying, At even ye shall eat flesh, and in the morning ye shall be filled with bread; and ye shall know that I am the LORD your God. 

Exo 16:13  And it came to pass, that at even the quails came up, and covered the camp: and in the morning the dew lay round about the host. 

Exo 16:14  And when the dew that lay was gone up, behold, upon the face of the wilderness there lay a small round thing, as small as the hoar frost on the ground. 

Exo 16:15  And when the children of Israel saw it, they said one to another, It is manna: for they knew not what it was. And Moses said unto them, This is the bread which the LORD hath given you to eat. 

Exo 16:16  This is the thing which the LORD hath commanded, Gather of it every man according to his eating, an omer for every man, according to the number of your persons; take ye every man for them which are in his tents. 

Exo 16:17  And the children of Israel did so, and gathered, some more, some less. 

You see even though God blessed his children they still found something to complain about. I was driving in my bus this last week and with the heat index being about 110 I was burning up and I got to thinking about how everyone complains about weather. It’s too hot, it’s too cold, it’s too wet, too dry, and so on. Didn’t God give us all things for our pleasure? And didn’t God tell us to give thanks in all things.  

God gives all this weather for our pleasure and so that our crops can grow and yet all we can do is 

        MURMUR, MURMUR, MURMUR

We really need to be careful about murmuring and here’s why. Turn in your bibles to

Numbers 14 and let’s begin reading at verse 26

Num 14:26  And the LORD spoke unto Moses and unto Aaron saying, 

Num 14:27  How long shall I bear with this evil congregation, which murmur against me? I have heard the murmurings of the children of Israel, which they murmur against me. 

Num 14:28  Say unto them, As truly as I live, saith the LORD, as ye have spoken in mine ears, so will I do to you: 

Num 14:29  Your carcasses shall fall in this wilderness; and all that were numbered of you, according to your whole number, from twenty years old and upward, which have murmured against me, 

Num 14:30  Doubtless ye shall not come into the land, concerning which I swore to make you dwell therein, save Caleb the son of Jephunneh, and Joshua the son of Nun. 

Num 14:31  But your little ones, which ye said should be a prey, them will I bring in, and they shall know the land which ye have despised. 

Num 14:32  But as for you, your carcasses, they shall fall in this wilderness. 

Num 14:33  And your children shall wander in the wilderness forty years, and bear your whoredoms, until your carcasses be wasted in the wilderness. 

As you can see because everyone was complaining that they could in no way conquer the land flowing with milk and honey they never got to enter in except for Joshua and Caleb. 

If we don’t learn to stop complaining we are going to keep missing blessing after blessing after blessing.

God has been so good to us how dare we constantly complain because things don’t go the way we want them to go and don’t sit there and look all innocent because as I said before we all do it. 

If we will just learn to trust the things that God has promised us we to like Joshua and Caleb did we will reap that land or should I say life, flowing with milk and honey

We all including me need to stop murmuring!
