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Rev. Kenn Coil Resigns Murrieta Gateway 
 

Pastor Kenn Coil announced his resignation from the Murrieta Gateway Church on Sunday, January 

6th. In a special Sunday night congregational meeting, Pastor Kenn and Marsha shared openly how 

God had been moving in their lives during the past year to release them from their current ministry 

assignment to lead them out into a missions enterprise. Pastor Kenn will be working in association 

with others to develop an organization that will be building basic housing shelters, schools and 

churches in Armenia and Mexico as well as other places around the world. This work will involve 

university students, laity, missions organizations, and churches from different denominations. Pastor 

Kenn will be working closely with Nazarene missions as well. 
 

Pastor Kenn and Marsha were called from Australia, where they served as missionaries, almost nine-

teen years ago to plant the Church of the Nazarene in the Temecula-Murrieta area. The Coils came to 

the Southern California District at the request of Dr. Maurice Hall and were given two years of finan-

cial support (amounts reduced every six months), a U-haul truck with some basic equipment, and a 

small handful of interested people. Eighteen and a half years later, the Murrieta Gateway Church owns 

twenty-five acres of land along the I-15 Freeway and the first phase of worship and educational facili-

ties have been completed. The master plan for the property with future family life center and worship 

center has been approved by the county. The church now has 500 members, have averaged over 450 in 

worship attendance for the last few years and raises over 1 million dollars a year. 
 

In addition to developing a great church the Coils have been a very important part of the Southern 

California District leadership team. Pastor Kenn has served in several leadership positions including 

several years as a member of the District Advisory Board. 
 

The Coils have purchased a condo in Oceanside where they will reside when not traveling around the 

world. 

 

District Website Development 
 

A district website is in the early stages of the design process. It is hoped that within the next couple of 

months the first level of the site will be functional. Our goal is that within six months, we will have a 

full service, interactive website that serves the leadership and administrative needs of the district and 

local churches, focusing first on pastoral and lay leaders. The site will be designed to serve as a hub to 

connect with all of the resource organizations that the district partners with such as the Gallup organi-

zation, Percept (demographics), Natural Church Development, New Church Specialties, Point Loma 

Nazarene University and several departments of the General Church of the Nazarene. 
  

Because of increased postage costs and the complexities of non profit bulk mailing imposed by USPS 

this past year, we anticipate 90% of the copies of this newsletter being delivered by e-mail to both 

individual subscribers as well as local church offices for printing and distribution.
