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Dear Friends,

Thanks to all the churches who participated in this year's "Fresh
Start" Sunday School Ministry Conference. Over 400 people made
a commitment to be there, and we appreciated your support. Many
pastors drove hundreds of miles, and it was a great time of learning
and fellowship. The Menifee Church and Pastor Rob Altice did a
great job of helping to host the conference. Dr. Porter and the other
presenters did an outstanding job of sharing the vision for a biblical
model of evangelism and kingdom building.

More than just another program or new idea, what is the biblical
model for discipleship and Sunday School?

"A biblical goal for Sunday School: Forget the traditional, institu-
tional goals and aims for establishing an effective Sunday
School...maybe the goal for an effective Sunday School should be
to reestablish primitive church life among the people of the con-
temporary American church (Acts 2:42-47). By this we mean that
there should be teaching of substantive and relevant truth and doc-
trine from the Bible. Prayer should be an important component of
Sunday School class life. Members should be encouraged to fel-
lowship with one another around the table, in their homes, at wor-
ship services, in communion celebration and so on. Sunday School
classes should be encouraged to care for the practical needs of their
fellow students through the sharing of resources and the lending of
a helping hand in situations that demand it (i.e. the expenditure of
energy for the benefit of others). In short, Sunday School could be
the churches' single most effective means for establishing New
Testament church life, including intimate the koinonia or fellow-
ship, which once characterized it. In this way, in every dimension
of need and demographic, believers will be plugged into the kind of
body life and ministry that the New Testament speaks about on a
relational level with other believers through Sunday School." (Paul
F. Evans in a paper on "The Importance of Sunday School" for the
North Carolina Conference of the International Association of the
Pentecostal Holiness Church.)

Communities of faith must make the biblical model of the ministry
of Sunday School the core of our church life. Relevant and practi-
cal teaching, fellowship, sharing, these are all necessary compo-
nents of an effective ministry. "Dream big and then go slow and
grow as you go," is a motto I have. God is working through us to
do His will and His pleasure, as we offer ourselves as a living sac-
rifice to Him. Lives will be changed and ministries will receive
God's blessing, if we follow the direction that He leads.

Let's continue to reach out in the New Year to the hurting around
us and "made Christlike disciples in the nations."
