Itôs not technically the end of summer, but this coming weekend is Labor Day weekend, the 

unofficial end of summer.  These past three months have been a very busy time.  For South-

ern California Nazarenes, it began with District Assembly the first week of June.  From 

there, we went to General Assembly in Orlando, FL.  What a blessed time!!  We now have 

three brand new General Superintendents, Eugenio Duarte, David Graves and Stan Toler.  

Each of these have already presided over a half dozen or more district assemblies by now.

The Districtôs summer childrenôs and youth camps had a banner year.  Between seven and 

eight hundred campers and staff attended three camps during the month of July.  Many chil-

dren and youth gave their hearts to the Lord for the first time and many others made deeper 

commitments, some to a life of full-time Christian service.  The directors, Dave Maxson, 

Steve Cobbs and Rick Sales and their staffs deserve our deepest appreciation. 

 

Even during this time of higher costs for gasoline and air travel, I have observed that many 

of our people have still taken the opportunity for some kind of summer vacation. I know, 

because I have been visiting the churches and many of you were away, including the pastor 

in most cases. It was my privilege to preach for some of our pastors when they were away on 

vacation. Entering the summer I was concerned for our churches and the district for the fi-

nancial support that is needed. One pastor commented to me recently, that sometimes when 

his people were away they forgot to make sure their tithe and offerings were there even in 

their absence.  For some that may be true, but I want to thank those who gave consistently 

and generously through the summer during ñdifficult economic times.ò Each time I saw a 

check arrive from one of our congregations for the District Unified Budget, I said a prayer of 

thanks and gratitude.  I know that when the local church finances may be down somewhat 

this giving represents real faith and commitment. We donôt take that for granted nor take it 

lightly. Again, thank you for your faithfulness and generosity to the work of Christôs church. 

 

As we end the summer, three pastors are saying goodbye to their congregations. Pastor Ta-

lomua Mona and his wife, Fetaiai, have resigned San Diego Mid-City Samoan, the church he 

planted in 2003. The Monas are returning to Samoa where Talomua will be serving as the 

pastor of the leading church there and as district superintendent of Church of the Nazarene in 

Samoa.   

 

Pastor Marco Garcia has resigned from San Diego Mid-City Hispanic. He is retiring from 

pastoral ministry at this time. He and his wife, Martha, have served the San Diego church 

since 1994.

A couple of members in our church and I had the chance 

to travel down to Ventura to undergo some leadership training for 

Upwards Sports Ministry which we plan to host in Fall 2010.  

While at this conference we listened to a very inspirational speaker 

by the name of Caz McCaslin and we were challenged in a fresh 

way.
