FINANCIAL AID INFORMATION

Because we are a private training facility, CPR with Mickey, Inc. CNA training is NOT eligible for Hope or Pell funding. 

Following are possible sources of financial aid for our programs:

· Vocational Rehabilitation Services - if you are a client, contact your V.R. case worker for more information.  

· MyCAA Military Fund - if you are the spouse of an active duty military member, contact Amy Vickery 770-606-9697 for more information.
· Workforce Investment Act (WIA) program.  WIA is a federally funded occupational training program that provides funding for eligible people to cover the cost of training and support services.   Due to high demand for WIA funding, it may take one to two months, or more, to complete the application process and received notification of acceptance or denial.  Even if you are eligible, WIA funds may not always be available.

WIA GENERAL ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

· Must have been laid off from employment or scheduled for lay off 

OR be receiving food stamps



OR be a displaced homemaker (see description below)



OR be formerly self-employed who are currently unemployed due to economic conditions or natural disaster.

· You must be willing to cooperate with employment placement and tracking activities.

· Men age 18 to 25 must register with the Selective Service if they have not already done so.   Men age 26 or older, born after Dec. 31, 1959, who never registered with the Selective Service, will have to provide additional documentation. 

Displaced Homemaker – an individual who has been providing unpaid services to family member in the home and who has been dependent on the income of another family member, but is no longer supported by that income AND is unemployed or underemployed and is experiencing difficulty in obtaining or upgrading employment.

APPLYING FOR WIA

Programs are administered based on the county that you live in.  Different counties and providersw may have different rules, policies, procedures and funding availability.  You must apply with a WIA funding provider that serves the county that you live in OR the location of the workplace from which you were laid off.

For the following counties Bartow, Catoosa, Chattooga, Dade, Fannin, Floyd, Gilmer, Gordon, Haralson, Murray, Pickens, Paulding, Polk, Walker, and Whitfield you may apply with any of the WIA providers listed below.

On right side of page at bottom – under Find Us, select One Stop Centers.  Find and select your county for the location of the WIA provider in your county.  Remember that you can use WIA funding from any provider to attend CPR with Mickey, Inc.  CNA training or you can ask about training that is closer to your location.   
The WIA application process may include the collection and review of your eligibility documents, taking a basic math and reading test and taking an occupational interest and aptitude survey, and an WIA program orientation.   Some programs may have additional requirements. 

Approval for WIA funding does not guarantee acceptance into CPR with Mickey training programs.  Additional requirements may apply for acceptance into CPR with Mickey training programs.
