Summer programming begins June 11th, 2011. The Center is closed May 28 for Memorial Day. The Center will also be closed Wednesday, July 4th and Monday, September 3 for Labor Day. 

The Center is open for childcare during the weeks of May 29th and June 4th following the end of the Preschool year. We will continue with our weekly themes and daily schedule during that time.

Our hours of operation are 6:30 to 6:00. Time at the Center must be scheduled ahead of time. Mount Hope is not licensed as a drop-in center. 

In order to prepare for the summer months, we ask that you return the attached survey indicating your intended use of the Center this summer. This will allow us to start planning curriculum and scheduling staff.

Children who attend Mount Hope during the school year are already registered for the summer program and have completed the proper forms. The survey is the only new paperwork required for attendance! 

If you are registering at this time, we will need a 2011-12 Registration Form, and Emergency Form, a Health Care Summary, and Immunization Record for your child(ren).

The summer rates for childcare are the same as during the school year.

$39/day
$195/week
