1. THE MUSIC DIRECTOR/CONDUCTOR plans the music calendar for the church year and rehearses and conducts the adult chancel choir. Currently we have one service Sundays at 10 AM, with rehearsal 8:45-10:15 and then after worship 11:30-12:30 (this can be changed upon arrangement with the choir). The position also includes the coordination and arrangement for performances of the Westminster Bell Choir, Children's Choir (leader in place). 


Related duties include: providing Sunday anthems, processional, service music (e.g. introits, responses, etc), arrangement of any soloists, and music for summer during choir recess (third Sunday in June-first Sunday in Sept.), recruitment of singers, oversight of paid section leaders (SATB, 30 weeks), arranging occasional blended worship services and attending weekly staff meetings, as able. 


The candidate should appreciate Protestant liturgy and also be able to present both contemporary and classical Christian church music that complements the theme of the service. Most importantly you work well with others with pastoral concern, respect and grace.

This is a part-time position (approximately 12 hours/week). A music degree and/or several years of choral directing experience are desired. The salary for the combined position is negotiable. 

2. THE ORGANIST will work with the Music Director to provide service music, accompany and rehearse the choir, soloists, or instrumentalists, and find a substitute as needed. Weddings and funerals as able are separate compensation.
