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Dear Friends, 

 With summer here, three words come to my mind: reflect, relax and refresh. 
We need to adopt a slower pace in our lives and activities during the summer 
months. What a wonderful time to pause and reflect on our lives – our shared 
lives as members of the St. John’s community and our individual lives as 
Christians seeking a closer relationship with Jesus Christ. 

 Reflect.  One way I plan to reflect is to re-read the baptismal promises that 
were made on my behalf as a child and that I reaffirmed at confirmation. I 
preach on baptism often because it is the foundation of our Christian faith and 
because the promises are basic to living a good Christian life. 

 For me, the challenge is balancing “doing” with “being.” I find it easy and 
enjoyable to be involved in all sorts of worthwhile programs and projects. This 
summer I plan to work with our ministry groups and get started on our four 
focus areas: Spirituality, Youth and Children, Holy Hospitality and 
Organizational Revitalization. Each of the focus areas and projects has value in 
itself.  

 I need to make sure that my balance between doing and being is 
appropriate. Do I provide adequate time for quiet reflection, study and prayer? 
Do I measure what I am doing not by the quantity of projects but by the quality 
they embody? Do I spend time seeking to find God in everything that I do and in 
the way I live? 

 Relax . Our lives are busy - much too busy. During the summer, we should 
all follow the example of Jesus. Jesus periodically went off by himself, away 
from ministry, preaching, teaching and healing, to pray to God for guidance and 
for the strength to continue on his life’s path. Our society pushes us to constant 
busyness, even during vacations.  

 Let’s rebel and set aside a generous amount of time to relax. Let’s turn off 
our computers and cell phones for awhile. Let’s treat ourselves to the gift of 
unscheduled time by ourselves and with those we love. This summer Georgie 
and I have rented a house at the beach for a week so that we can be with our 
sons, their wives and our four precious grandchildren. I can hardly wait! 

 Refresh . St. John’s is a caring community filled with the Spirit. We are 
praying, learning, working and playing together for the love of God. In 
September, we will launch our ministries and programs with vigor. In order to be 
fully present and engaged in those activities, we must take some time to 
become refreshed and re-invigorated. Let’s treat ourselves to some 
“unscheduled” special time and some special activities that delight our hearts 
and free our souls. 

 I wish all of us a peace-filled, restful and FUN summer!

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 Just before I had foot surgery in April, one of our former rectors, Jim 
Blundell, gave me a book he said was valuable, N. T. Wright’s Surprised by 
Hope. I found reading this to be a challenge. It presents a number of 
theological arguments that are both important and arresting. I wholeheartedly 
agree with much of the author’s thesis. However, I also had to open myself to 
some ideas that I found difficult to accept.  

 I feel more than humble about reviewing the book, partly because I am 
deeply impressed by Bishop Wright’s scholarship and his skill in expounding 
his ideas. Even more, I feel this book is immensely important. I encourage you 
to read it. 

 Surprised by Hope makes clear the Biblical story and message that calls us 
to act as “resurrection people.” Wright shows how Christians, over the past 
century or two, have often avoided working to change our world for the better 
because we were convinced that we were called to a better world beyond this 
life. And he demonstrates how all of the New Testament points us in quite 
another direction—that of being called, with the help of the Spirit, to live so as 
to show forth God’s Kingdom here and now. In the chapter titled “Rethinking 
Salvation,” he writes, 

 For the first Christians, the ultimate salvation was all about God’s 
new word, and the point of what Jesus and the apostles were doing 
when they were healing people or being rescued from shipwreck or 
whatever was that this was a proper anticipation of that ultimate 
salvation, that healing transformation of space, time, and matter. The 
future rescue that God had planned and promised was starting to come 
true in the present. We are saved not as souls but as wholes. 

 The book closes with an appendix called “Two Easter Sermons,” originally 
published by Wright on the Internet. This appendix in some ways summarizes 
the entire book’s argument. It is rather like a clever cartoon, and it might serve 
as an introduction to the book as well as a final few words. Surprised by Hope 
will be part of our church library collection in July. I hope that many of you will 
read it and act on it.  ������+��

Dear Don,  

 Congratulations on your 45th anniversary as a priest and as an 
ordained servant of God! As young and vigorous as you seem to me, 
you must have been ordained when you were twelve years old! Either 
way, your leadership has been marked by great dignity, courage, and 
care for those in your charge. I want to personally thank you for all you 
have done for the parishes you have served, this diocese, and this 
Episcopal Church. 

 From a short period of work in country churches in the Diocese of 
Lincoln in England to your many years of service on the Kitsap 
Peninsula, you have always focused on work among those cut off, 
whether geographically or culturally, from the urban mainstream. 

 Under your leadership, several mission churches were formed, 
including St. Hugh, Allyn; St. Nicholas, Tahuya; and St. Germain’s, 
Hoodsport. Shepherding these congregations along with your continuing 
ministry at St. David of Wales, Shelton, and your work within the 
Hispanic community and the formation of La Iglesia San David de 
Wales, have accounted for more than 40 years of service in the Diocese 
of Olympia. 

 You once wrote, “My continuing mission philosophy is that the people 
of our small communities are better served by having their own local 
churches than by being appended to larger ones in other communities. 
Small local churches give an opportunity for growth spiritually and for 
the development of leadership potential that cannot be duplicated any 
other way.”

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 This year, CROP Walk marked its 30th year of responding to poverty and 
raising funds for hunger relief. Contributions from the May 2 Walk are still being 
counted, but are likely to exceed $52,000, a significant increase over last year's 
total of $44,000. 

 The “granddaddy” of all local charity walks and marathons, CROP Walk was 
the first walk-a-thon event in Thurston County and has raised over $1 million 
since 1981.  

 Three quarters of the funds raised have gone to support the international 
programs of Church World Service or partner agencies, especially grassroots, 
hunger-fighting development efforts around the world. This year’s international 
focus was on earthquake victims in Haiti and Chile. In addition, we return 25 
percent of the funds raised (over a quarter million dollars since 1981) to hunger 
programs in our own community, such as the Thurston County Food Bank and 
church-sponsored meal programs.  
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 2004 was the first year that a very successful team of 
college cyclists from the University of Texas in Austin 
began the Texas 4000—a bicycle ride from Austin to 
Anchorage to raise the visibility of cancer research and 
treatment needs. St. John’s has provided host homes to 
this group every year.  

 Please consider providing a host home to these college 
students! Your life will be touched in unexpected ways. 
Just ask one of the hosts from 2009 (Dick and Diane 
Russell, Randy and Denise Hammer, Lesley Weatherman, 
Mary Alice Olson, Helen Johnston and Gerald Apple, Bill 
and Ellen Unbehaun, Hope and Don Duncan, Kary and 
Janet Hyre, Sherry Sullivan and Lee Mohler, Lou and Vicki 
MacMillan, and Lydia Groseclose.)  

 A sign-up sheet asking for host homes will be posted 
soon. This year, 26 are riding. You can indicate on the 
sign-up sheet whether you prefer to host girls or boys. We 
hope to send no less than two students to each home.

 Other rider needs may include use of your laundry 
facilities and a phone call home (some do not have cell 
phones). This year, two of the cyclists are pescatarians 
(vegetarians who can also eat seafood). It would be very 
helpful to have hosts with similar diets.

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 The Episcopal Church has taken the lead among church 
bodies in addressing concerns over global warming and 
actions that people of faith can take to reduce it.  

 In the triennial meeting of the General Convention held 
July, 2009, the governing body voted to support the 
Genesis Covenant. This covenant states, “We will reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions from every facility that we 
maintain by 50 percent in ten years.” 

 Based on this resolution and in response to our call to 
be faithful stewards of the earth, the St. John’s Vestry 
earlier this year endorsed the Genesis Covenant. The 
Vestry resolved to assist the priest-in-charge, the staff and 
all other interested groups and individuals in obtaining the 
support and assistance in achieving the covenant’s goal of 
reducing our carbon footprint. 

 In recent months, we have begun to look for areas in 
which we can make a difference.  You may have seen a 
small white bucket next to the coffee counter. We are 
composting the coffee grounds rather than throwing them 
in the garbage. Karen Bray has acquired data from Puget 

Sound Energy for the last 
three years so that we can 
assess the effects that the 
boiler replacement has had 
on the St. John’s energy 
use.  

 In August, Karen, Bill 
Elledge and Allen Ziegler 
will meet with 
representatives from the 
Bishop’s Committee for the 
Environment. This 
committee will assist us in 
calculating our carbon footprint. It will also provide training 
and support. Karen has spoken to the Thurston County 
Energy Efficiency Program to determine if it can provide 
any resources and possible funding. 

 During the fall, we plan to have an adult forum to 
provide more information on the Genesis Covenant and 
plans for St. John’s.

4. Use simple formatting. We use a 
template to lay out the text and 
headlines of all articles. 

5. Include the name and phone 
number of a person we can contact 
if we have questions. Your phone 
number will not be published unless 
you wish it to be. We generally use 
the church office as a point of 
contact. 

6. If possible, e-mail articles to 
christie.cougar@gmail.com. If you 
don’t have e-mail, slip the clearly 
printed or typed article in The 
Chronicle folder at the church. (An 

office volunteer can show you 
where this is.) 

7. We do not as a rule reprint flyers 
and brochures. You can, however, 
provide them as text for the editors 
to format. We generally do not 
insert them as extra pages since 
this makes production very 
cumbersome and expensive. 

8. The deadline for all articles is the 
15th of the month for publication 
in the next month’s issue . 
Artwork/illustrations and photos are 
due at the same time. We 
appreciate early submissions.
