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The following items are excerpts from the pamphlet, “Finding Hope in Hard Times,
Seven Spiritual Practices: A Faithful Steward’s Guide,” printed by Episcopal Books and
Resources. | found the advice very practical and prayerful and offer it for your use.

1. Count Your Blessings

We are living in anxious times. What began as an economic slowdown has turned into
a deep recession, the likes of which we have not known since the Great Depression.
Many have lost jobs or fear their jobs are on the line. Many have lost homes or have
seen the value of their homes plummet. Years worth of conscientious savings have
evaporated. At the same time, our culture lulls us into believing that what we wear, what
car we drive, what neighborhood we live in defines us. It is easy to lose sight of our true
value, of our inherent blessedness as beloved children of God.

It is easy to focus on what we want and what we fear rather than on what we have.
Sometimes the lines between what we want and what we need become so blurred it is
difficult to discern the difference. However hard life seems, we have things we can be
thankful for.

Action: Write down the things you are thankful for. Share your gratitude list with
someone you know. Set aside time each day to give thanks for all the ways God blesses
you.

Pause for Reflection: As well as being thankful, we need to acknowledge our anxieties.
What money worries do you have? Write them down. Share them with someone you
trust. Share them with the Lord in prayer.

2. Count Your Cash

Most of us don't enjoy budgeting. Writing down where we spend our money can be
painful, particularly if we have less coming in than going out. But budgeting is not just a
case of trying to make our money last until the end of the month; it's a spiritual exercise,
too, revealing what our actual priorities are. Billy Graham has said on a number of
occasions, “Give me five minutes with a person’s checkbook and | will tell you where their
heart is.” Whether we feel we need to or not, making a budget is a good way of managing
the financial resources God has entrusted to us. It enables us to take control and make
decisions as to where we allocate money. Without making a budget, we may unwittingly
allow money to leak away in some areas of our spending.

Action: Review your monthly income and spending.

Pause for Reflection: What does this exercise reveal about your priorities? What might
you seek to change in the way you allocate your money.

3. Learn to Be Content

Learning contentment is one of the most significant disciplines we can achieve. Many
people have amassed large debts chasing their dreams, only to find that their latest
purchase provides only fleeting fulfilment. Contentment reduces our desire to spend,
creating a cushion between our spending and our income. This brings about the
opportunity to save, to give away, or to buy something special. If, on the other hand, our
spending is regularly ahead of our income, then the inevitable consequence is debt. Debt
can be difficult to manage and arises for all sorts of reasons. If you have significant debt,
you are encouraged to take action as soon as possible.

Action: Look back at your budget and review your debts
and savings. The National Foundation for Credit
Counseling is a nationally recognized resource for debt
management counseling. Contact them at www.nfcc.org
or (800) 338-2227.

Pause for Reflection: In which areas of your life do you
find it easiest to be content? Where are the
temptations?

4. Choose a Simpler Lifestyle

A time of recession is a good time to take stock of our
lifestyles. The average American is busier than ever before,
working longer hours, traveling further and owning more
possessions than ever before. But studies show we are not
necessarily any happier or any more fulfilled. Perhaps this
is a good time to slow down and reassess what is important
to us. “Cutting back” can have a negative feel to it, but any
gardener will tell you that pruning is a vital part of
encouraging healthy growth.

Action: What clutters your life? Look back at your
budget. What could you cut to free up more money?
What about your schedule? What would give you more
time to do the things you really want to do? Are you
spending your time and your money on the things that
are really important to you?

Pause for Reflection: Why do you think Jesus linked
the sending out of the disciples to living without the
clutter of possessions?

5. Keep on Giving

It's vital that we continue to give during an economic
downturn, and not only because our faith communities and
charities depend on our giving. We give because we need
to give. The Holy Spirit is continually at work shaping and
growing our hearts, leading us to reflect the generosity of
God’s nature, as well as the depths of God’s self-giving
nature made known in Jesus. As we give, we experience
the deeper joy of growing into the full stature of Christ. One
advantage of thinking about our giving in terms of giving
away a percentage of our income is that it helps us adjust
our giving as our income goes up or down. When we have
less money coming in, we can give less, but do so knowing
that our relative generosity is unchanged.

Action: Review your giving, setting it in the context of
your income. Do you know what percentage of your
income you give back?

Pause for Reflection: We are challenged to give
cheerfully. One way of increasing the joy found from
giving is to become deeply aware of how your purpose

is aligned with God’s purpose of shalom, which is the
Biblical understanding of peace that comes from living in
right relationship with each other and all of creation.
Understanding your purpose leads to joyful giving.

6. Rebuild Generous Communities

Times of recession bring people together — those with
physical, spiritual and emaotional needs meeting those with
a willingness to share. Today many neighborhoods are less
strong than they used to be; residents barely know the
names of their neighbors, recognizing them only by the car
they drive. We may have a stronger sense of community at
work, church or the gym — or even in the virtual world. A
sign of commitment to a community is our willingness to
sacrifice something to meet the needs of others. As the
body of Christ, our faith communities can demonstrate
Christ’s love in practical ways.

Action: Spend some time getting to know the needs of
your neighbors, your colleagues and the people you
encounter every day. Where do you see need? What
can you do to help?

Pause for Reflection: In what ways can we share as a
faith community? How does the sharing in the early
Church shape how we give today?

7. A Financial Downturn Can Be a Spiritual Upturn

What does it mean to be rooted in Christ? Imagine a
house plant with each leaf and flower receiving the
nourishment it needs through the root system, up the stalk,
and out to the very tips of the plant. So, too, every part of
our lives can be nourished by Christ; bringing peace and
calm in the midst of anxiety, wisdom to handle financial and
other pressures, and comfort in times of burden, grief, and
sorrow. We return to where we started these reflections —
combating a culture that does not encourage thankfulness,
indeed, which spends billions of dollars every year to
encourage discontentment. Recessions are difficult times,
and there is pain and hardship for many, but we can find
nourishment and contentment by trusting God’s
faithfulness. With God'’s leading, we can come out stronger,
as individuals and as a society.

Pause for Reflection: How might tough times bring you
closer to God? Spend some time in prayer, turning your
thoughts to God. In what areas of your life do you need

God’s nourishment?

Final Action: Look back over these seven practices.
Make a note of what you have decided to do differently.
Set aside time each day in prayer to be led to wise
choices and right actions.

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Each year, | do my best to attend every High School Youth Conference. This
year | attended all three. For staff, it means keeping your energy level up from
morning until night, sleeping somewhere in the church where the conference is
held, then returning home exhausted and collapsing on your bed for a nap.

I've become wiser about these weekends over time. For example, | now
know how valuable an Aerobed truly is! Really! Wet wipes are great for staying
two days in a church that doesn’t have showers. You learn to LOVE the
churches that have showers. You also learn that it is always worth it to get up
early so you can make a coffee run. Every time | return from one of these
powerful retreats people in our congregation ask me, "How was HYC?" or "What
happened at HYC?" | have nothing to say other than "It was amazing!" Really
there are no words for the experience and how valuable it is to the teenagers.
The retreats are spiritually powerful and moving. The friends the teenagers
make at HYC are often the friends they feel closest too, even closer than the
friends they have at high school. These friendships last a lifetime.

At HYC, the kids laugh, cry, sing and share with each other. They embrace
each conference newcomer with open arms. They don’t worry about what social
group they belong to at school because none of that matters at HYC. Each of
them is celebrated and welcomed as they are and for who they are. All walls
they hide behind at school are gone. They can finally "be real" around other
teenagers. They put their arms around each other as they sing during Compline.
So far, each first-time HYCer I've taken to the conference was scared and
unsure at first but become "addicted" to HYC within the first 12 hours.

If you are a parent of an HYCer, you've seen your exhausted teenager
stagger into your house after a conference. When you ask "How was HYC?" or
"What happened at HYC?" they most likely will only give you a one-word
answer: "Good," before collapsing into bed. There are no words.
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St. John's High School Youth Group and other high-schoolers from around
the Diocese recently spent the weekend at St. James in Kent at the Spring High
School Youth conference. The theme was "Be the Change You Would Like to
See in the World." Each small group was assigned a country sponsored by
Episcopal Relief and Development and discussed the concerns and needs of
the country and how we can help.

At one lunch, each person drew a number telling them where they would sit.
Some sat at the table of a wealthy country where they had waiters, silver
candelabras, fine dishes, linens and all the food they wanted. Another group, a
poor country, sat on the floor without any utensils and had only enough food to
meet their needs for the afternoon. The rest were in between the extremes.

It was very interesting how the teenagers acted in this lunch. Some took
items, such as a candlestick, from the wealthy table, as a prank. What surprised
me was that those at the poorest country table were the first to share their food.
The other tables helped one another by giving the extra utensils and food to the
tables that did not have as much. The wealthy table donated its dessert to the
poor table. The meal was a real eye-opener to the teenagers, one they reflected

on in their small groups.

John’s concert grand piano
has been carefully and artfully
restored.

Last year, Mike Reiter
Piano Service developed a
plan for its restoration. He
removed and entirely rebuilt
the key and hammer action
over the summer. With the
exception of the keys
themselves and the wippens
(the horizontal levers in the
piano action), which were in
excellent condition, the rest of
the action is entirely new. -

In January the piano was taken to a local shop where it received a new
pin block (the heavy wood structure that holds the tuning pins), new tuning
pins and new strings. The metal frame was refinished and polished. New
felts were installed beneath the non-speaking portions of the strings. Cracks
in the bridges were repaired to ensure the string vibration is entirely
transferred to the sound-board. The piano was returned to St. John’s in
February. We were astonished by the beauty of its sound singing with a bell-
like treble. It actually sounds better than the original model of this Baldwin
piano, built in 1949, due to improvements in the action and string technology.

We are blessed with the extraordinary sound of this very fine instrument at
St. John's. Soli Deo Glorial! 1’
