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Dear Friends, 

 Amazingly, we have been together at St. John's for six months. This has been a 
grace-filled period of time during which we have prayed, worshipped, learned and 
played together. It has been a time of study and building relationships inside and 
outside of our parish. 

 What's next, you ask? My commitment to you for my first several months was that 
I would be present, listen and learn. I indicated that we would not make any rapid 
changes. Instead, we would watch and wait and then introduce thoughtful changes 
recommended by you and your Vestry. 

 We are going to make a change in our Sunday morning service times. Based on 
information received from members of the Adult Christian Formation Committee and 
individual members, we are going to move our current 10 a.m. Eucharist to 10:30 a.m. 
beginning with the first Sunday of September. This change will allow a full hour from 
9:15 until 10:15 for our adult education programs, as well as more time for enjoying 
coffee and visiting. Our nursery and Sunday school programs for children will open at  
9 a.m. 

 In six months, we will evaluate this time change and see how well it is working. 

 During July and August, Georgie and I enjoyed the hospitality of our members in 
"Getting to Know You" events. These times together gave us the chance to meet 
people and begin discussions on our hopes and dreams for our church. We are 
grateful to our hosts and hostesses for their wonderful hospitality. We look forward to 
many opportunities to build community together. 

 With the beginning of the school year, we will be working with our guilds, 
committees and Vestry as we look for ways to enhance our ministries and make them 
more effective. Please share your ideas and suggestions. Our four focus areas for the 
next 12 to 18 months are: Spirituality, Children and Youth, Holy Hospitality and 
Organizational Revitalization.  

 Popular wisdom says that success in any venture depends on relationships. I 
believe that and have begun actively engaging with groups outside St. John's. I have 
started to meet monthly with our clergy from St. Benedict's and St. Christopher's 
and with an interfaith clergy support group. I have participated in meetings with the 
new Executive Director of Interfaith Works and have begun a relationship with the 
sisters of St. Placid's Priory. I hope to meet with the leaders of St. Martin's University 
and Evergreen College. I believe it would also be helpful to participate in nearby 
neighborhood organizations as well as to meet with state leaders on issues of 
interest.  

 This next 12 to 18 months will be a busy and exciting time. We eagerly seek your 
prayers, ideas and involvement. The future of our church is in all of our hands. Come, 
join us as we grow together in Christ's love. 

 In this issue of the Chronicle, we’ve provided both English and Spanish versions of 
the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd information for the first time. See pages 5 and 6 
for the English version and paginas 7 and 8 for the Spanish!  
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 Last month, we began a three-part series by 
considering how our bodies are involved in our overall 
spiritual well-being. What attention do we give to our 
bodies? This month, we examine the attention we give to 
our minds. What are our priorities in the intellectual areas of 
our lives? 

 In examining our mental well-being, seven areas of our 
lives deserve our attention. What time do we give to the 
following areas? 

· Reading: Do we balance our reading in the areas of 
fiction/theology/professional/poetry? 

· Do we allow ourselves time for intellectual stimulation? 

· Are we involved in creative activities? 

· Do we give some quality time to growth opportunities? 

· What about our involvement in global/national 
awareness issues? 
 

· Are we aware of or involved in matters surrounding 
ecology? 

· Are we involved in our community? 

 This list is not exhaustive by any means, but it is a way 
to begin looking at how much time we spend on our 
intellectual well-being. We are continually striving for 
balance in our lives. As we reflect on how we nurture our 
minds, we might notice some areas that are not being 
cultivated at all. Conversely, we may discover that we 
spend most of our time on one or more areas. 

 What holds us back from venturing into new territory 
and expanding our field of knowledge? Too often the 
answer is fear. If we can overcome the obstacles that we 
put in our path, we might find an amazing new way to see 
the world around us. We might uncover new ways to relate 
to our neighbors and our planet. 

 This month, let’s ponder two questions. What is your 
relationship with the rest of creation? With other humans? 

 Next month, we will consider how we nourish our Spirit. 
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 The newly formed Women’s Spirituality Group is 
a place to explore the feminine face of God, 
expressed in the lives of biblical women and our own 
stories. It is a wonderful place to meet new friends 
and reconnect with old ones. 

 Come relax and enjoy fellowship and discussions 
with us. You can dress comfortably. We will be 
reading the book, Sacred Attention: A Spiritual 
Practice for Finding God in the Moment, by Margaret 
D. McGee. Each month, we will read and discuss one 
chapter. We will also pray in meditations and quiet 
time and joyfully sing praises to the Lord. Please 
come and explore your spirituality with us.  

 All women are welcome, both newcomers and 
old-timers. If you cannot make the first session, feel 
free to join us when you are able.  

 We will meet the first Saturday of each month 
from 10 a.m. to noon in the Guild Room. 

 The book, Sacred Attention, will be ordered by St. John’s with a cost to each person of approximately $12.

 We made a profit of over $50 and we are looking forward to next 
year’s lemonade stand.  
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 In a conversation with John Boylan at CHAT 
recently, I found myself unsure about something. 
(This happens to me all the time, although not 
usually about books.) John asked whether I had read 
any books by Ann Lamott. The name was familiar 
but I couldn’t recall what book or what I thought of it. 
John remarked about how funny a writer she is and 
that was unsettling. I almost always remember a 
writer who makes me laugh. 

 The next time I saw one of her books I realized why the name was so 
familiar. We have several of her books in the church library, some recently 
donated and some recently bought. So I knew about her as a writer, but I had 
not yet read any of her books. I just finished reading Grace (Eventually). I was 
sorry to do so, in much the same way as I am sorry when a dear friend leaves 
my home. Ann Lamott is a writer with the gift of humor and also a writer whose 
honest Christianity I find inspiring. I plan to read another of her books soon. 
Thank you, John, for getting me curious. 

 I realize I haven’t told you much about this book. It deals with everyday 
experiences—raising a child, forgiving one’s parents for their human failings, 
getting along with friends, and not. Above all, Lamott shares her thoughts and 
feelings. In many ways, this book is like a long talk with a very dear and candid 
friend. I quite loved it. 
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 This parish has a group who reads plays together once a month on Sunday 
afternoon. The term “group” is misleading since the participants frequently vary. 
We have no “membership” and each meeting is open to anyone who wishes to 
participate. The only “job” is selecting and copying a play and then assigning 
parts during our reading. That task rotates. We’ve read over 65 plays since the 
group began five years ago. Basically, this is a fun fellowship group for people 
who enjoy reading and theater. 

 For the first four years, the group was fairly cohesive. Six to nine people 
read plays for an hour every Sunday evening before the Compline service. The 
“regulars” were females—male participants were few and occasional. Also, the 
readers, with one exception (a brave male teen), were older adults. We have 
always hoped for more young readers and more male readers. 

 Things changed, and some of the core group decided to do other things. 
Last summer, in an attempt to revitalize a shrinking core, the group decided to 
meet after CHAT on the third Sunday of the month. From 12 to 2:30 p.m., we 
shared a simple potluck lunch and then read all of a two- or three-act play. We 
are still following that schedule. In August, Rick Cooper led us through a play by 
Rudyard Kipling. In September, Carolyn Maddox will lead us in reading “A Doll’s 
House” by Henrik Ibsen.  

 If you’ve ever been tempted to read plays, try this group on for size. Just 
drop in when you can, and, if it’s something you enjoy, come back again when 
you can.  ������-��

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A brief word of background taken from a 2002 
brochure of the National Association of the 
Catechesis of the Good Shepherd: 

 The Catechesis of the Good Shepherd, 
for children 3 to 12 years of age, originated 
in 1954 in Rome, inspired by the 
Montessori principles of education.  This 
catechesis soon spread to diverse social 
environments and, since 1969, to many 
different countries and cultures as well, 
including Australia, Argentina, Canada, 
Colombia, Croatia, Germany, Haiti, Ireland, 
Italy, Japan, Mexico, Panama, Poland, 
South Africa, and the United States. 

 It has been observed that children, 
even from the earliest age, eagerly seek 
religious experience and find fulfillment in it 
only if they are helped to live this 
experience in its deepest, most essential 
elements, without any “childish” overtones.  When these conditions are present, young children live their 
relationship with God in enchanted wonder and profound joy which gives them peace in the satisfaction – it could 
be said – of a deep and vital need.  It seems the vital need is for relationship, which the Bible expresses as 
“covenant.” 

 It is the joy of the children’s encounter with God that has given birth to the Catechesis of the Good Shepherd 
which, always and everywhere, is nourished by this same joy. 

 It has also been observed that children of the same developmental stage respond to certain themes of the 
Christian message in the same way, though 
belonging to different cultural backgrounds.  So it 
was that a curriculum gradually took shape, which 
appears to respond to the child’s deep religious 
needs according to the various age levels. 

 The Catechesis of the Good Shepherd is not 
primarily academic in character.  Rather, it seeks 
to be an experience of life and an education in 
faith, through the celebration of an encounter with 
the Father, in listening to Jesus the one Teacher, 
and in obedience to the Spirit.

Training 
consists of 100 hours over 
four weekends: October 1-3, 
November 5-7, February 4-6 
and March 4-6.

 Catechesis of the Good 
Shepherd provides a unique 
Christian faith formation 
opportunity for the adult 
catechist. It is such a 
different way of working with 
children, the Bible, our 
history, our liturgy and 
sacraments that we use 
different terminology. Catechist is used in place of teacher. 
Presentation is used rather than lesson. Atrium (a place of 
coming into the church) is used instead of classroom.  

 The training involves lectures and working with the 
materials. On completion of all three levels of training, plus 
40 hours of observation in an atrium, the Aquinas Institute 
of Theology grants nine credits in pastoral theology and 
nine credits in catechetics toward its Master of Arts in 
Pastoral Studies program. 

 Each formation level course offers: 

· An opportunity to learn about the spiritual growth and 
development of children 

· Reflections on the key biblical themes presented to the 
children 

· Discussions on the essential theological tenets of our 
faith 

· Presentations on the practice of our faith (liturgical 
signs and symbols), hands on experience with the 
materials that the children use in an atrium 

· Prayer, praise and celebration in the way of the Good 
Shepherd 

 

· Guidance on setting up and directing the growth of an 
atrium 

· Assistance in completing a personal journal (album) 
that includes background information and an outline for 
each presentation given to the children in the specified 
level 

· Plans for making the materials used by the children in 
an atrium 

 The following explanation is taken from Tina Lillig’s 
The Catechesis of the Good Shepherd in a Parish Setting: 

 The young child has a great hunger for God 
and is especially responsive to the overture of 
God’s love. Within the littlest child is the capacity 
to enjoy a relationship with God deeply. Our task 
is to discover and protect these treasures in the 
child that lead to fullness of life (John 10:10). What 
is available in the atrium is simply time and space 
for God.   

 As catechists, we get to be present for that. What a 
blessing!

(CGS) es un programa de 
formación para los niños de 3 a 12 
años.

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 Founded in January 2008, the Adopt a Cambodian 
Family (ACF) Project has successfully supported many 
desperately poor individuals or families in Cambodia for the 
past three years. The Project’s goal is to provide limited 
funds three times a year (a total of $180 per family) to 
enable these families to purchase food in order to survive. 
The Project is co-sponsored by St. John’s and the Khmer 
Alliance Foundation, a non-profit 501 3(c) organization. It is 
also supported by the generous donations of members of 
St. John’s and the local community.  

 Cambodia is the poorest country in Southeast Asia. In 
a recent UN report on World Poverty Programs, Cambodia 
is 110 on a list of most prosperous to most impoverished 
countries in the world. The report estimates that 36% of 
Cambodia's 14.2 million people live below the poverty line. 
About 85% of these live in rural areas. The average daily 
income of Cambodians is less than $1.20 per day. Poverty 
results in half of Cambodian children under the age of five 
being underweight, and infant mortality stands at 95 deaths 
per 1000. Without help, the poor often have nowhere to 
turn except to begging on the street. 

 Since its inception, the Adopt a Cambodian Family 
Project has provided emergency relief to families, disabled, 
aged and infirm individuals, and women and children with 
no other means of support. These people have long 
suffered from severe poverty. In several cases, children 
had been pulled from school to help support aging parents. 
Some were forced to scavenge for food and scrap metal to 
sell as a means of providing for their families. In each year 
of its 3-year existence, the Project has been able to help 
32-33 impoverished families in seven provinces of the 
country. These families represent about 115 individuals per 
year whose lives have been positively impacted by Project 
donations.  Not only has the Project contributed directly to 
their survival, health and economic stability, but through 
them it has also contributed to the economic stability of 
their extended families and their communities. We are 
thankful that this modest ministry of God’s love and sharing 
has eased the suffering of so many people half a world 
away.  

 As the original ACF Project continues to provide 
charitable donations to profoundly needy families, we have 
also initiated a complementary Seed Grant Pilot Program. 
Our goal is to grant “seed money” to those among our 
families who have the potential skills and abilities to provide 
for themselves but need financial resources to get started. 
The seed money offers them the opportunity to develop 
their skills in operating a small business and eventually 
becoming financially independent. 

 This year, we started with five families, carefully 
selected by our volunteers. Bunnary Ourn received a $100 
grant to buy a bicycle and a sewing machine in order to 

learn how to make clothing and establish her own business 
(once she has mastered the sewing skills). She is the sole 
source of support for her blind mother. Mrs. Mak Ran’s 
daughter, who wished to become a market vendor, 
requested seed money to purchase merchandise to sell in 
the market near her hometown. She also will be supporting 
her mother, an amputee who had to beg on the street when 
her daughter was young. Two other families, Mr. Chhum 
Svay and Soth Chea, received grants to purchase piglets 
so that they may sell the piglets when they are old enough. 
Both families are very appreciative and think that their 
dreams have come true through the opportunity to 
participate in this Program. Another family of 8, Mr. Vy Phy, 
also received $100 to purchase a dozen chickens to raise. 
All are grateful, hoping that this small grant--along with their 
own hard work and determination-- will enable them to 
transform their lives for the better.
