Overcoming Inferior Thoughts
Read Isaiah 55:9, Proverbs 23:7

The Cross

· The marker for where you started from

· Don’t look back once you have been redeemed

· Keep moving forward

· Can’t go back to make it right, so move on

Your Thoughts Read Jeremiah 29:11

· Don’t think negative about who you are when God says the opposite

· Devil will always shows you the past to convince you that you are not saved

· Stay focused on the things of Christ to rebuke the thoughts of the Devil 

· Read God’s word aloud and pray for your mind to be renewed

· Encourage yourself and speak life to fight against the thoughts the devil will drop in your head

· Example: Why are you calling yourself broke when the Bible says you have the power to get wealth. 

Renew Your Mind

· Read Romans 12, Galatians 5:16, Ephesians 1:3 and Jeremiah 17:5
· Walking in the flesh: way of thinking; thinking according to your perspective instead of God’s; justifying sin

· No benefit or profit to walking in the flesh

· Walking in the spirit: fulfilling the will of God; peaceful

The Curse vs. The Blessing

· The Curse: You are empowered to fail; produces death

· A curse without cause shall not come; curse is there for a reason

· What are you holding on to from your past

· Have to walk in the Spirit to be released from the curse

· The Blessing: Empowered to succeed 

Be aware of Negative people

· These people play the victim

· Verbalize all their junk on you

· Drain your energy and spirit

· Don’t waste time on people who don’t want anything

· Give them the authority to pray for themselves and touch and agree on the Word of God that it will be done and move on

· Don’t let them keep revisiting the issue once they have prayed about it 

· Don’t bear their Cross
