· Self-less, worked in the fields to help Naomi

· Listened to wisdom

· Obedient, followed Naomi’s instruction

· Great grandmother of King David

· Humble

· Loving person

Ruth spoke favor into existence

· Ruth 2:2 And Ruth the Moabitess said to Naomi, "Let me go to the fields and pick up the leftover grain behind anyone in whose eyes I find favor."

· Ruth’s favor was witnessed in Ruth 2:10 At this, she bowed down with her face to the ground. She exclaimed, "Why have I found such favor in your eyes that you notice me—a foreigner?"
