Beginners : 
Your safety is our biggest concern here at 
Woodridge Farm. We start at the begin-
ning, on the ground, teaching the skills you 
will need to create a safe environment 
when you are on horseback. We believe in 
success, and through our program you will 
learn step by step the building blocks 
needed to be successful in horses and 
horseback riding. We start you with private 
lessons so you receive individual one on 
one attention, and are allowed to learn at 
your own pace.  Your lessons will include 
horse training theory since every time you 
ride or handle a horse you are training it --
good or bad. The purpose of this training is 
to make my students -- able to be confident 
and safe around the large animals, able to 
provide the care necessary for the horses' 
well-being,  able to safely ride a variety of 
horses in a variety of situations, and to un-
derstand the nature of the equine to pre-
vent and correct common horse behavioral 
problems. The balance of horsemanship 
along with the riding better prepares stu-
dents to become competent horse people.
