The Book of Eli is currently playing in Memphis theaters.   

The Friday Flicks crowd went to see the movie Monday 

evening.  I think each of the bunch would join me in urging you 

to go see Denzel Washington in the Hughes brothers movie.  

It’s a fitting way to celebrate Black History Month. 

I certainly do not want to tell you the keys to the story of The 

Book of Eli lest I ruin your enjoyment of the show.  But I will 

tell you this: if you want to understand the movie better, it 

helps to read the book of Samuel, chapters one through four in 

order to understand who the biblical character Eli is.  Since the 

setting is a post apocalyptic era in a post modern world, The 

Book of Eli is not anywhere close to a biblical epic like Cecil 

B. DeMille’s Ten Commandments, or Zefferelli’s Jesus of 

Nazareth, but understanding the first four chapters of the Book 

of Samuel will certainly help in understanding the movie.  The 

movie is basically the story of one man fighting his way across 

the United States defending the bible which is the one book 

that can bring salvation to the people of America.   I was 

enlightened by the discussion that our folks had at Carabba’s 

after the movie.  There was much talk about discipleship and 

the importance of the Word in our lives.  And those themes are 

certainly part of the movie’s way of dealing with life.  But 

there is something deeply profound about the movie, and a 

nettling question as to whether or not violence can be used to 

defend God’s Word, that we did not have after seeing The 

Book of Eli.  There is an enormous amount of violence in the 

movie, although most of it occurs in short bursts between 

lengthy stretches of “heading West.” 

For me there were two dramatically touching moments.  Both 

occur at the end of the film.  The second most touching 

moment involves the prison at Alcatraz that most of us know 

was the terrible, unjust and ugly prison on the West Coast near 

San Francisco.  In The Book of Eli it becomes the place where 

books will be brought back to the world – in that sense a new 

monastery.  The monks preserved books when the Visigoths 

pillaged Europe somewhere between 400 and 1,000, and in that 

sense preserved our civilization.   But the most outstanding 

thing that happened in the movie for me was listening to 

Denzel Washington proclaim the Scriptures.  It’s worth a lot 

more than the price of admission.  I urge all our Lectors and 

any who proclaim the Word for us on Sundays to go and listen 

to Denzel and the sacred way in which he brings the scriptures 

to life.  I was mesmerized.  It’s not the power with which he 

proclaims; it’s the faith that he exudes as he proclaims 

scriptures that show a depth of understanding that is only 

brought forth by faith.   And , oh, yes, Denzel is still Denzel: a 

one man cinema juggernaut.
