Under the Acacia Tree

When our Bishop calls us to be a part of Catholic Day on
the Hill he’s urging us to be faithful citizens and Catholics. On
March 24, Bishop Steib will lead anyone who wishes to go to
Nashville in visiting our state representatives. And I’m hoping
that St. Augustine will again be the parish with the most
representatives from throughout the state of Tennessee at
Catholic Day on the Hill. Why do we go? To change the
hearts of legislators, so that they begin to realize that not all
things are political and many which seem only political have
strong moral implications.

It’s important for our representatives to hear that we intend to
take care of the poor, and in particular, this year, that we intend
to be sure that the poor who are in ill health are cared for.

The MED is an important part of our hospital structures in
Memphis, not just because it has an excellent trauma unit
where some of our parishioners have been treated and healed,
but also because it is the hospital of choice for people who have
no other choice because they cannot afford healthcare. When
they get sick because they have no health insurance they go to
the emergency room at the MED and get treatment. Governor
Bredesen offered the State Legislature a budget that will trim at
least $50 million dollars away from the MED budget this year.
The only problem is that it will be nearly impossible for the
MED to continue without that money. We never believe that
an institution like the MED will or could ever close. But when
executives of the MED do not have the money to maintain the
hospital, they have little choice other than to do exactly that.

There are many ways to make sure that the MED gets the
money it needs to stay open. One way will be for hospitals to
be taxed for the services they render. That money will then be
given to the federal government who will in turn return twice
as much money to the state. But who will the hospitals pass
that cost to? To us who are taxpayers and politicians will say
we can’t vote for a tax. Even though the Hospital Association
is for the tax and insurance companies favor it as a way to deal
with a difficult situation, why is it that politicians are so
frightened of a tax? Somewhere, sometime we as a people
need to be realistic. Someone pays for services we receive.
Some of what we pay for comes in the form of taxes. But no
politician, in an election year in particular, wants to be painted
as a person who voted for taxing — unless, of course, we who
put our politicians into office stop blaming them for doing
things that are necessary like raising taxes. When it’s the right
thing to, it’s the right thing to do.

Operation Rice Bowl

Second Week of Lent -The Transfiguration:
Jesus’ transfiguration was a moment of
hope for the disciples, giving them the
strength to endure the future sacrifices they
would make as they formed the early
Church. As we continue our journey with
Catholic Relief Services’ Operation Rice
Bowl, let us be mindful that our Lenten sacrifices help to
give hope to our brothers and sisters in need.

Fasting and Abstinence: People often have
questions about Fasting and Abstinence. Abstinence in
terms of Lent means giving up or not eating any meat.
Catholics observe abstinence on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday as well as all the Friday’s of Lent. During
Lent we also observe a Fast on Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday. Fasting means that we will eat only one
full meal. Collations, or smaller meals may also be eaten
at other meal times, but together those collations should
not equal the large meal. When we fast there should be
no eating between meals. We may drink water and other
simple beverages between meals, but there should be no
eating. Those who are expected to fast should be in the
normal range of good health, and be between the ages of
15 and 55. For example should someone who has diabe-
tes fast? Those who have illnesses like diabetes which
often requires people to eat many smaller meals should
continue with their medical regime and determine other
ways to prepare themselves for Easter.
