 

 

Notes from the St. Augustine Catholic Church Social Action Committee

Tuesday, February 12, 2008, 6:30 p.m.

 

The meeting was presided over by Wanda J. Gordon, the new Chairperson by consensus.

The meeting was attended by Leenard Jennings, Foster Adams, John Churchwell, Carmen Pinkston, Dell Stiner, Wanda Gordon, and Kadesha Gordon  

 

1. Opening prayer by Leenard Jennings.
2. Mr. Dale Muhammad, invited by Ms. Gordon to present information on the concept of raised bed gardening.  

a. He outlined the meaning of raised bed gardening 

b. Presented a model of the raised bed garden. 

 

c. He suggested lay-outs of the raised bed garden.

We followed with a discussion on how St Augustine could use the raised bed concept of gardening.  Foster Adams motioned that we use the encased with lumber concept.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Jennings and carried with all in agreement.

 

Mr. Churchwell gave a good diagram of how we could lay-out the garden in an 8X3 foot plot with three feet of walking space between each plot.  This would accommodate approximately 25 plots.

 

We discussed the equipment and supplies we would need to start the raised bed garden.  It was decided by the group that we would shoot for a date of March 1st to begin clearing the land of debris and readying it for the beds.


3. Sac’s Goals for 2008
a. Dell suggested that our Political Advocacy might include a voters’ registration drive; campaign of rides to the polls for the parish. 

b. Mr. Churchwell suggested that the outreach to the other organization might take the form of Salt & Light, which Carmen, last years Chair brought to the attention of the group during her tenure. 

c. Carmen agreed with Mr. Chruchwell, as did Wanda.

We continued with a good discussion of how to ignite mutual cooperation among the many groups at the church.  It was suggested that we might create a brochure to give an overview of the Social Action Committee, and what our mission is within the Faith Community.  We also decided to let the leaders of the organization know that we are looking for cooperative endeavors with them. 

It was also suggested that we could make presentations to the faith community identifying what it is that we actually do. 

The meeting ran a little long and we did not get to every thing that the chairperson wanted to discuss including the vote on the Chairmanship.
