BRIDGE Groups?


BRIDGE Groups are small groups of 8-15 people who voluntarily engage in community life to further their development as a disciple of Jesus Christ.  

Building Relationships Intentionally Designed for Growth and Equipping.

In these groups we hope to accomplish the “One Anothers” 
of Scripture that are only accomplished in Christian Community such as:

Encourage one another (Hebrews 3:13)

Be devoted to one another (Romans 12:10)

Build up one another (Romans 14:19)

Admonish one another (Romans 15:14)

Confess sins to one another (James 5:16)

Love one another (1 John 3:11)

When do BRIDGE Groups meet?

These groups meet every other week in various homes and each gathering includes three important components:

1 Meal
Each gathering will begin with a meal prepared by one or more of the group members.  We believe that eating together ignites an atmosphere of comfort and conversation that carries through the rest of the gathering.  Please note the importance of beginning the meal on time showing respect for the time of fellow group members.
2 Discussion
After the meal we transition into a time of discussion.  Each discussion is centered on deeper discussion of the previous two week’s expositional teaching to further equip each member.  This is guided in part by The Bridge weekly resource.  It is our belief that small groups facilitate accountability and encouragement to faithful obedience to biblical teaching.
3 Prayers
At the conclusion of each gathering the men and women of the group split for a time of prayer.  This is a wonderful opportunity to share the joys and hurts of life with one another.  Many members have historically confessed this to be the sweetest and most intimate time of the gathering.
