Hurricane Karting, Inc. Membership Meeting

April 12, 2008

Meeting was called to order at 12:15pm

Discussed:

Bylaws and board members- It was discussed with the members that we are in the process of working with attorneys to complete our bylaws. Board members and positions were discussed and approved.  Sub committees were discussed and we had also asked for any volunteers that were willing to help in areas such as with track preparation, monthly newsletter and paperwork, and any other areas where any individual was willing to dedicate some time.

Safety tech- It was discussed with the members the importance of going through safety tech each and every race.  Safety equipment was also discussed.  Rib protectors and Chest protectors was also a topic that was discussed and a majority of members voted that they should be mandatory for all junior classes at Hurricane Speedway.  Helmets must be snell 2000 or better, new racers will be given a time frame to obtain proper safety equipment.
Pit Passes- It was discussed with the members that pit passes are $10.00 per person for everyone age 5 and up in the pit area.  We will be opening the concession side up to spectators and they are able to purchase pit passes at the price of $5.00 per person age 5 and up, but they would not be allowed access to the pit area.

There were no objections to this.

Pit Spots- It was discussed with the members that concrete pit spots would be available at a yearly price of $200.00 or on a first come first serve basis per race at the price of $10.00 payable each race day.  There were no objections to this.

Track Rental and Practice- It was discussed that there would be no more scheduled practices till more racers showed interest.  If there are 10 or more racers willing to sign up and prepay for practice, we are more than willing to schedule a practice day.  The track is available to rent for a 4 hour time frame for $200.00 if any group or individual would like additional track time.  There were no objections to this.

Race Schedule- It was discussed about having a more consistent race schedule but still allowing time for karters and their pit crew to make changes and adjustments to their karts.  Every member was in agreement to have 2- 10 minute rounds of practice per class.  We discussed the situation that we would shorten breaks and stay on a consistent schedule but that we do have to allow karters time to make changes and work on their kart.  Every member was in agreement to the practice times and the schedule.
Points- There was concerns that some classes did not have enough kart participation each race and that would affect their points.  It was agreed on that each racer that races will receive points for that race regardless of the number of karts in that class.

Work Day- It was discussed what needed to be done to better our facility and also the preparation that needed to be done for the FKA race.  April 13th will be a work day and we will start completing our work list.  Everyone was in agreement.
