13:44a 

Now that many of you have made a Courageous Resolu-

tion, you may be asking yourself how to get started leading 

your family spiritually. Not coincidentally, our Read the 

Bible for LIFE schedule for February will cover the Ten 

Commandments in Exodus 20 and our Elementary children 

are memorizing these this month as well. As you help your 

kids with their memory work, model obeying the 10 Com-

mandments by… 

1. No other gods… emphasize God as the one and only 

true and living God. 

2. No idols… rid your life of idols (things & ideals) and 

false images (of yourself & others) 

3. God’s name… don’t take God’s name in vain—this 

includes “omg”. (Consider limiting your use of the 

word “holy”—only God is holy.) 

4. Sabbath Day… establish Sunday as a day of rest and 

consistent church attendance.  

5. Honor parents… help your children understand the 

concept of honor; honor your own parents & spouse 

6. Murder & hate… Follow Jesus’ instruction regarding 

anger and name-calling in Matthew 5:21-22. 

7. Adultery… be faithful to & respectful of your spouse. 

Teach your children about steadfast commitment. 

8. Stealing… Trespass is an old word, full of meaning. 

As you teach your children not to take what is not 

theirs, broaden their understanding of the word tres-

pass, a synonym of sin in some Bible translations. 

9. False witness/testimony… model and expect honesty 

in your relationships. 

10. No coveting… Let’s be satisfied with what we have & 

help our children practice satisfaction and gratitude!
