August 9-15:Marginalized people exist in
practically every society, where they are
excluded from access to rights and economic
resources by place of birth, socio-economic
status, or ethnicity. Thailand’s hill tribes lack
adequate access to farmland, forest products,
and clean water. They are even denied
citizenship. Most of the exist on fewer than a
few dollars a day. Pray for CBF personnel
Ellen and Rick Burnette and the staff of the
Upland Holistic Development Project as they
work to share Christ’s love through holistic
ministry to the hill tribes.

August 16-22:The Karen people of Burma
first heard the gospel in the early 1800s.
Toda, approximately 40% of the Karen people
are Christians, and the vast majority of the
Christians are Baptist. As violence and unrest
in Burma have escalated over the past twenty
years, more than 150,000 Karen have fled
across the Thai border seeking peace in
refugee camps. Now as these refugees are
coming into the United States, they are
looking for churches in which to worship and
serve. Many CBF partner churches are
welcoming them. Annette Ellard and Steve
Clark, CBF field personnel in Louisville, KY,
work with Karen refugees in Louisville and
assist churches across the US who are seeking
to welcome the Karen. Pray for wisdom and
patience as Americans and Karen try to bridge
culture and language barriers to become the
body of Christ.
