ChristLIFE is FBC’s “umbrella term” for discipleship classes and small groups. ChristLIFE offers numerous short-term
continuing education studies for growing Christians. The goal of ChristLIFE is to help each of us become more fully-
committed and informed followers of Jesus Christ.

ChristLIFE includes a variety of topics that will challenge you to go deeper in your faith. In addition to in-depth Bible
studies and practical life-application studies, topics include studies focused on theology, spiritual growth, church history,
ethics, missions, evangelism, and social justice (see “category” designation).
