Happy New Year! Well, it is 
you know? November 29 (the 
first Sunday of Advent) 
marked the beginning of our 
anticipation of Christmas and 
the beginning of the Christian 
New Year.  After four 
Sundays of eagerly awaiting 
the Lord’s coming, we will 
light the Christ Candle on 
Christmas Eve.  Of course, 
the whole business of 
locating Jesus’ birth on 
December 25 is most 
interesting (some folk actually 
refuse to celebrate it on this 
day because they believe it to 
be associated with 
paganism!).  Well, is it? (As 
you know I’m going to say, 
“I’m glad you asked!”) 
 
In reality, December 25 does 
mark the pagan holiday of the 
Roman winter solstice (the 
Sol Invictus--Invincible Sun!), 
celebrating the end of the 
shortest day of the year, 
which as we know is 
December 21 today.  (The 
change of the few days 
between December 21 and 
25 has to do with calendars, 
the length of days in a year, 
and such things that we 
manage today by “leap 
years.”)  All of which is to say, 
this whole business of dates 
and calendars is quite 
complex.  For example, you 
may have noticed that 
Christmas is a “fixed” holiday 

(always on December 25), 
while Easter is a “moveable” 
holiday (sometimes falling in 
mid-March or as late as mid-
April). 
 
Without going into too many 
details, here’s how Jesus’ 
birth date has come to be 
identified as December 25.  
In Luke 1:5-25, we find key 
details associated with John 
the Baptist’s birth.  His 
conception, you will 
remember, happened in 
connection with John’s 
father’s (Zechariah’s) priestly 
service in the Temple—a 
service which took him into 
the inner sanctuary of the 
Temple.  The time of that 
special service was the 
Jewish month of Tishri 
(September-October in 
today’s calendar) which 
includes the Day of 
Atonement.  At the 
conclusion of Zechariah’s 
service, he returns to his wife 
Elizabeth on (or around) 
September 25 prompting the 
suggestion that this would be 
John’s date of conception.  
And, since Jesus is six 
months younger than John 
(Luke 1:26), then Jesus’ 
miraculous conception would 
have happened on March 25.  
Now, by adding nine months 
to Jesus’ conception date of 
March 25, we arrive at 
December 25. 

So, is celebrating Christmas 
on December 25 a Christian 
Holiday or an ancient pagan 
one?  YES!  That is truly the 
“news!” But hear now the 
“Good News!”  We celebrate 
the coming of the Light of the 
World into the dark world of 
winter this Christmas and 
every Christmas. And we do 
so because it is just like God, 
our God, to interrupt the 
pagan festivals of life with the 
real truth about the real Light 
of the World who is the 
“Invincible” Son.  And His 
name is Jesus .
