Apple Butter Pork Loin

1 Y2 Ibs pork loin roast

Y2 tsp salt

2c apple juice

Y2 c apple butter

Y4 firmly packed brown sugar
2 Tbs. water

Y2 tsp ground cinnamon

Prick loin several times with a fork
Sprinkle with salt

Place in baking dish

Add apple juice

Let stand at room temp for 30
minutes or chill for 2 hours

Bake at 350 for 15 minutes and
then drain

Stir together apple butter, brown
sugar, water and cinnamon
Layer over pork

Bake until meat thermometer
inserted into thickest portion
registers 160°.

Let stand 15 minutes before
slicing.

Notes:

More apple butter may be
needed. The sauce should
completely cover the roast.
Adjust brown sugar and
cinnamon accordingly.
