“Good Morning (Afternoon 
or Evening depending on 
when you read this letter), 
Is February as interesting a 
month to you as it is to me?  
All the way from how to say 
it, to how many days will be 
in it this year, to whether or 
not the groundhog will see 
his shadow, and will we or 
won’t we get any 
Valentines?  February, of 
course, is also in the dead 
of winter.  In fact, the 
Romans used not to have a 
name for the month—it was 
just the nameless month!  
But with the exception of St. 
Valentines, notice how 
much influence the secular 
calendar has on our lives. 
After all, the word February 
originates from the Latin 
word februum meaning 
purification (which is where 
the notion of “spring 
cleaning” originated). 
Interestingly, Christians in 
the 10th Century developed 
their own tradition of 
purification in February—
they called it Ash 
Wednesday (February 17 
this year). 
 
I don’t know about you, but 
the moment I hear Ash 
Wednesday, I cannot help 
but think of Mardi Gras 
(known by many of my New 
Orleans friends as “Fat 
Tuesday”).  “Fat Tuesday” is 

the last day in the Christian 
year before the season of 
Lent (from Latin meaning 
“lengthen”) begins.  As the 
days finally begin to get 
longer, and the 40 days 
before Easter begins, 
people in many parts of the 
world (how else can we say 
it) overly indulge! Yes, 
during the last day of the 
year before Christians 
spend the next 40 days of 
introspection and 
repentance, many will sin 
boldly! No wonder the 
whole season of Lent is 
looked on with suspicion by 
many. The problem with the 
celebration is obvious.  
More people will spend 
more time sinning on Mardi 
Gras than they will spend 
repenting the next 40 days!  
Nevertheless, proceeding 
from Ash Wednesday, 
Christians should enter into 
a season of self-
examination and 
repentance in anticipation 
of the most holy week of 
the year which concludes 
with Resurrection Sunday! 
 
And whether or not we 
receive the sign of the cross 
on our foreheads on Ash 
Wednesday, we ought to 
take seriously the occasion 
of looking at our lives, our 
actions, our attitudes, and 
our future plans. We ought 

to join Christians in various 
parts of the world who will 
have placed on their 
foreheads the sign of the 
cross made from a paste of 
palm ashes from last year’s 
Palm Sunday celebration.  
The greenery which marked 
Jesus’ triumphal entry into 
Jerusalem the week of His 
death is burned during the 
worship service into ashes, 
mixed with oil or water, and 
turned into a thin black 
paste. 
 
For some people, these 
symbols truly help them see 
what they might otherwise 
miss. Well, I don’t aim to 
miss the opportunity this 
February to look at my own 
life and to do the hard work 
of repentance.
