So, as I said last month, 
let’s remember to pray to 
Our Father, in the name of 
Jesus, by the power of the 
Holy Spirit who lives within 
us.

RECIPE BOX  
 

Hash Brown Casserole 
1c chopped onion, diced 
1stick butter, thinly sliced 
1c sour cream or plain yogurt 
1c sharp cheddar cheese 
1 can cream of chicken soup 
1 (2lb) bag or frozen hash brown 
potatoes, thawed 
1/2 - 1 c potato chips or 
cornflakes 
 

Stir together well the diced onion, 
sour cream or yogurt, grated 
cheese, thinly sliced butter and 
cream of chicken soup.  Add the 
hash browns and mix well.  
Spread this mixture evenly in a 
casserole dish and top with 
crushed chips or corn flakes.  
Bake at 350º for  45 minutes or 
until  golden brown. Can be 
assembled the night before and 
baked in the morning.
