The work wg do
 here iz very inlerest-
g and I should like
io give you an idea
<ol un averuge day
at Quanlico. We are
awakened al 530
AM. for Roll Cadil
% After breaklast. we
get ready fo move
oul 1o Boon Docks
(Combat Training
Grounds). We are organized inte «
fighting unil and each Second Liou-
tenant gets o chanee to be one of the
commanding offiers of the unit.

At 7:00 A.M., dressed iu Forest Green
uniformg, our equipment consisting of
iifles, bayonets, ammunition, cantecns,
maps and compasses, we leave Quan-
tice, Woe ride lor about an hour tfrav-
eling by druck convoy lo the Combat
Training Grounds.

At the Boon, we are dequainted with
our preblem. Today, we must aituck
the enemy on the high ground, four
miles to our front and caphure his posi-
tion, We slart out premptly in forma-
tion, keeping a sharp lockout for the
enemy. We musi procecd carofully.
There are ficld mines which explede
when you irip a wirer there are ememy
soldiers liring ot us in the treefops who
must be caplured belore we can pass:
and there aie smoke allacks and high
machine gun bullets which qlso have
to ba coniended with.

At noon, we stop for chow which wo
cat out of our mess gear. Sometimesg
we got hel! meals and on other occu-
sions we eal canned ration food. Aflier
funch, we move on lowwards our ob-
fective and generally complete our task
al about 500 P.M,

Boack ol Quantico, we have dinner
and then classes from 7:00 P.M, uniil
5:30 P.M. where we are taught the es-
gentlals of medem warlare and ihe
duties of an officer, Al 10:00 P.M., we
hear the blessed sound of teps and re-
lax inte « beculiful sleep.

In fhe war of aunihilation Det-
ween fagcisls and free men, denio-
vracy <¢an nol be lald aside fur ihe
duration --like g luxnry thar can no
longer be indulged in -demozracy is
a weapon of total wavlare, the mogt
poweriul weapon in the arsenal of

the Upited Nations. It iz no accidout

Aloreover, just ag this toial struggle
iz nof werely a military war but a
politieal wuar toe, so the opeuing of
a sceond Troud Is noi purely a mili-
fary issue bt a polifieal lssue, It
i8 a question for allied, economic and
politieg) experts and ihe eoncern of
those fighting the balile of produc-
tiom, the haille of nerves, the haillle
of supplics, If it were not a political
issue, if the attitude of the publie
made no difference, would the axis
be exerling every ounce of effort at
thiy eritical period--to drive a wedge
of suspicion between thie najor allied
nations, between America and Brit-
ain, and moest of all between the
USSR and the other allies?

Abuve all, it must he born in mind
ihat allied military chiefs 1o more
aglee on any sivgle isste than do
the political ehiefy, On ile guestion
of the second front there have alwayy
been  differcnces of opinion in the
highest eireles.  The final decision
mugl e with the people, for greal
leadership eannot avige bul from the
wHl of the people; it cannot Be strong
but with the conflldence, the zeal of
the peoople.

And reallzing the power, the grow-
Ing pressure of public opinion, the
prowing self-confidence of Amerlea,

Dr. Goeblels aud his (hinly diszueised
Nuzi spics in America work hard to
confuse us, to fan up the dying firves
of  suspleion to convince  America
thul she is too weak, that u@ second
front eau ouly lead fo an American
dizaster (As thougl tha dear doctor
is so very anxious to avert disaster
tu the Awmcerican people).
