Help with church or camp workdays, or with the custodian. 

Contact another church with needs, and help them. 

Do yard work for the pastor, missionaries, shut-ins, and senior citizens. 

Direct traffic before church services; carry umbrellas in the rain. 

Help with the audiovisual or sound system. 

Raise money for a project; equipment, books, visuals, etc. 

Assist with secretarial work, newsletters, or church mailings, 

Sponsor an overseas Awana club, or a needy child through World Vision. 

Help support a missionary family. 

Write to missionaries, college students, or military. 

Help with church visitation, tract distribution. 

Baby-sit during Bible studies, conferences, and other meetings. 

Baby-sit for parents who need respite. 

Start a youth choir, or a children’s’ choir. 

Create signs, flyers or posters; in the church, or local businesses. 

Compile a church directory, or update the old one. 

Conduct services in rest homes, hospitals, jails, street corners, other. 

Distribute information about the church, or special meetings. 

Prepare a float for a community parade, then march and hand out information. 

Have a booth at the county fair or other events. 

Start a Bible study at school, or in someone’s home. 

Collect food, toys, clothing, etc for distribution through an agency, or ask the 

pastor. 

Provide food baskets and toys for the holidays. 

Work in a summer camp, or provide scholarships for campers. 

Take a mission trip:  another city, state, or country. 

Work in vacation Bible school, Sunday school, nursery. 

Assist with Awana events; Games, Bible quizzing, Grand prix. 

Serve meals at an inner-city mission. 

Help start or organize the church library. 

Help start or organize the church missionary cupboard. 

Go Christmas caroling to shut-ins and senior citizens. 

Prepare meals for prayer breakfasts, luncheons, and banquets. 

Set up and clean up for prayer breakfasts, luncheons, banquets. 

Run errands for shut-ins or senior citizens. 

Serve as chaperones for outings with younger children.
