CHARACTERISTICS OF CHRISTIAN FORGIVENESS

1. Forgiveness is hard work where the hurts are deep.
2. Forgiveness is a choice rather than a feeling.

3. Forgiveness is choosing new life for ourselves.
4. There is no co-dependency in Christian forgiveness, i.e., forgiveness is not dependent upon the offender saying, “I’m sorry.”
5. Forgiveness is a sign of strength, not weakness.

6. Forgiveness acknowledges the offense done as unacceptable.

7. Forgiveness is the key that opens the door to setting us free from past hurts.

8. Forgiveness is about resurrection … new life in our relationships.

9. Forgiveness is a grace-filled healing process that can happen in a moment or over time.

10.  Forgiveness always precedes reconciliation.

11.  Forgiveness does not always mean reconciliation is desirable.

12.  Forgiveness is impossible without God’s grace.

13.  Forgiveness is God’s gift for healing and “setting the captives free.”
